Man has gol immense inteligence. He experiences and
enjoys life al the collective level in one way and at the
individual lev<] in the other. When it takes il and experiences
it collectively, it leads to cerlain problems. Buot when he
taloes il as & part of social awareness, life gets a new meaning.
Intellipence today iz used for selfishness and self-interesl
Il iz not used today for the welfzre of lhe sociely. Thal
is why we face problems, Ravana was highly educated. He
undertonk great penance. In all aspects, phyeical, secular,
goiantific and ethieal, he was hightly powerful Bual he made
use of hiz inteligence for his selfishness and self-interest.
To show the correcl way there are three methods thal form
the basls. They are Sugyana, Vigyana end Pragyana. Mando-
deri stends for Sugyana ie., good knowledge. She =aid lo
her hushand, Ravana, think for a moment if any one fakos
away your wile, how would you feel 7 Jusi think far a
moment, because you have brought someone else's wife with
you, how he musl be feeling now. ¥ou have no lmit for
desires. Yoo have no limil for edweation. Wou have no limit
for your capacity. Bot with all ihis, you den't heve any
sense of discrimination, amy sense of judgement and you
have become foolish.” Bul Ravana did nol pay any heed
to her advice. Mandodari slands [ur good knowledge which
she fried 10 use Ih every posaible way lo convince Ravans
aboutl his foolishness.

The nexi method is Vigyana, knowledge based on
reasoning. IL is represenbed by Vibhishara who tries to
convinee Ravana in several ways. He said. Brother, you
are an emperor. This is not the thing expectad of an emperor.
You are a man of greatl penance. A man of penance should
not gel wrungly amd indisereedy.” Vibhishan pleaded 1o him



1o make use of this knowledge based on reasening. But
as Ravana is all selfishness, he did nol pay heed Lo that.

As there was no change even after the pgood knowledge
used by Mandodari and the kmowledge based on reasoning
uged by Vibhichana, there eame the spiritual knowledge,
Pragyana, used by Hanumana He said, ‘Ravans, | will
ceriainly leach you a lesson. Lead a noble life. Sita is the
mother of the world. Sita 18 your very maother. Yau have
brought the mother of the woarld and wart s make her
your wife Hemember in one siroke all your heads will be
cut off. Hanumana whe stands for spiritsal knowledge laught
him in several ways. He said, "You have got ten hesds,
lhai means. ten times more knowledge snd wisdem than
others. T wanled 1o see how you are conducling your court.
To see this enly I allowed myself to be caught by Indrajit
and came here. I will certainly teach you everything.'

A selfish man will never have his lifie in his hands.
Ounly a sucred hearl with spirit of selfloas service has hus
lifa in his own hands, because he aspires for the welfare
af the sociely whereas a selfish man's life will be in other's
hands. The individeal who knows this truth will see divinity
manifest before him. Human life is the very reflection of
the divinily and nothing else. Tt is sheer ignorance 1o consider
God present somewhere else. One's own sell (s God. When
he himaelf (s God why should he search fer Him eleewheore ?
Supreme Drabman means you yourself are Parabrahman.
When o¢nce you sacrifice the body, mind and intellect,
whalever remaing is Brahman. Dody is only an instrument.
It iz like your dress. Bul does ihis dress grow ? Nao. But
the body grows. As you clean and sweep your hovze and
collezl the dusl al one place it will grow into a heap. But
as lhe heap of dust grows, do you consider it alive 7 No,
No. We feed the body with all sorls of Lhings, therefors,
i also grows like a buap of dusl. Really, becanse 11 grows
it has no sipn of life. Tt i3 only & vesivre, not the one
who puts it on. As the body has senses, il is bound lo
die. Tol the Indweller has neither dealh, nor birth, nor
attachment. The Indweller is God Himself. That is the real
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knowledge of the Self. We thould undersiand this sacred
knowledge. Forgelting the divinity in human life we go by
all the bad things happening oulside. We are carried awav
by them. suffer and gel worried. These worries we gul,
bul they are nol nalural.

the one without jealousy slsa bogot three children. They
are tolerance, love and sympathy. That is the difference
belween Asuyva ie jealousy and Ansuyva Le the one without
jealousy. Jealousy i o green-eved monsler. [is clan proceeds
withoul any dizgcrimination and sense of judgoment. All of
us will naturally be thinking what is the cause behind this
acicn ? Bul here we don'i need to search for a cause
What iz the cause for hunger 7 Dhigesticn is the cause for
hunger. Similarly, the absenee of noble fedings is the reason
for jealuosy. Watching any noble man, they develop jealousy.
Walching & man progressing. they become envieus of him.
If one is handsome, they will be jealous. If any one carmms
name and repule, they will be jealows. This envy has no
reason, no season. The one afflicled with the disease of
jealousy has a pervesled mind. What is happening loday
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in the werld? The name and repute of Swaml has sproad
all over the world. Either Lo controel i or lo diminish i
by certzin disaster, either 1o muilify it or Lo pual il down,
people full of jealousy started propageting sl soris of things.

and wrile and publish lies. Are these people compelenl Lo
teach to the warld ? Their heart is foll of dirt. To say that
one i5 struggling for worldly recognition is a matler of shame,
Step in sociely. do good things for others, proceed along
selfless path, then only il will be possible [or. you 1o Know
the truth. Words and publicity full of envy iz useless. Ii
is only the Truth thal shows light to the world. When you
speak a lie, you demean yourself. That which is the word
withoul Truth is lifeless. 39 all publicily is lalse. Thatl is
gll cheap journalism. You should never waver and should
not be carried away by cheap propagands.

To give such a publicity 1o the Central Trust is
the worst of sins. In us world nowhere else things are
deall in such a sacred way. Therefore, our inslilulion is
growing day by day. It is nol enough, we have still a long
way to cover. Mothing can happen to sur institution so long
as the moon and the sun reign. I i3 only because of the
envious people thal such a thing has happened. In this world
bad publicity leads fo resilessness. Bul il is nol good. Such
people earn sin. If you are capable, do good or shul your
mouth, Mol harming & good cauze is alzo a greal help.

¥ ou may just speculate why Swanyi hes not come forward
to give a reply. For every thing there musl be an appropriate
tme. The Kauravas insulled and humilizied the Pandavas.
The divine powers of the Pandavas were well known o
the Eauravas. Each one had gol mapnifleient power. Buol
they never made use of those powers esrlier.

Bul basing on these one
or two slodenis, you cannol blame the eonlire student
comemunily of Sathva Sai instiiutions, Our siodents are pold
They are ready o do anything for Swami. That young litile
boy., who sang al ihe beginning of this meeling, sang thatl
he was ready 1o lay down his life for Swemi. Beeause of
the mistabkees of ane or twa, wé should not blame every
one. Students will also have io bear Lhis stipma for some
time, They should have tolerance. When we go o bed one
or iwo mosquitoes may bite. Next doay you apply Flit. Then
mary mosguiloes bile. The reason ia that the rest of the
mosquitoes make friends with these mosquiloes. Az a resull
of frendship with the bad people we may also gel bad name.
Therelore, run away from bad company. Never join bad
company. You should join good company. These blames come
and go. Though the good man 15 not a parly pecple are
bhound to blame him just like the pest which spoils the secd
pilés worth hundréds of rupees. The pest of envy will spoil
the banana pile in lhe same way as i spoils any other useless
crop oulside.

Radhakri
shna eat downslairs. Swami ssid “Radhakrizhna let us go.
Don't st here™
Radhakrizhna: “Swami if [ come upstaiss now, [ can'l go
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to sleep sl T o'clock.™
Swami @ “II you don't gel sleep whal will you do 7 What
you do here, you can do upstairs as well. I never ask you
to sit. Get up immediately.” Swami horried him to come
up. Bul he did not pay any heed. Swarm alio apoke w0
him angrily and said: “Il's your bad luck. your misfortane,
that you don't pay heed to my words.” Saying this Swamil
retired. Radhakrishna 1oo, felt bad. He had been with Swami
for twenly two years. He knew [ully well thal whatever
ﬂw;nﬂmdnuwuiuhhmd-ﬂtgnpppndhhlh&
kitchen and brought a tumbler of butlermilk. He went upslairs
smibingly and said: “Swami, you are angry with me. Take
this buliermilk and calm down.™
Swami : Radhakrishna, I am nol angry. I'm lelling you for
your own good
Radhakrishna : Does Swaml have this doubt that T go
oul and 1alk to somebody 7
Swami: If I have doubt will I keep vou with me 7 No, no.
I'm lelling this for your good. While going 10 bed [ never
take builermilk. Why have you broughl builermilk today *
Radhakrishna: T felt like giving you buttermilk, so T brought it
Swaami: Since you wanl 1o offer me botlermille, T ke it
Bul the moment I finish vou shoo!d come up.
Radhakrizhna: I'll certainly retumn.

Swami never lakes bullermilk in the nighl. He jusl sippod
a Hitle and handed over the tumbler 1o Radhakrishna,
Swami : For your sake I've taken.
Radhakrishna had a pure heart. He said: "Swami may [ take
this remainging bullermalk 7
Swami: Why should you throw it away 7 You can drink iL
Radhakrishna drank the remaining bullermilk there itself
Thim Swarmi said, "Pul down the lumble and come up.”™

If you follow whal Swami says no one will [ace o danger.
Radhakrishna went downstairs. Then he felt that if he stayed
there, Swami mighl call him upslairs. So he wenl to his
sisler’s bouse and the messenger of Death followed him
there. 1 had happened like thal. Whalever Swami zays he
tayze for your own good. Tl iz up 1o you 1o follow i or mol.
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Balieve il or nol, Swamil always thinks as o whal should
be done for Lhe poor people. That is Lthe upper meost thought
in his mind. Thiz year affer the summers classes were over
Indulal shah and Srinivaszan staried planning for the Thth
Birthday of Swami. They wanted to take a project every
year. Swary sad, "You should not do any thing for me.
Whaiever you do, do il for the poor, the sociely and the
world at large.” This is whal Swami said 1o Srinivasan.

“Swami has three desires. Becavse we do not bave early
ramns, the muddle class fanubes are sullenng They may have
five lo six acres of land, they may own il, bul they don'l
load & comforiable life. They are nol able (o bear the expenses
of the labour. They alsa don’l have means to rear the animals
properly. Therefore, on the T0th Birthday, seventy tractors
should be handed over o the poor farmers. Each farmer
ghould be gifted with a tractor free”

Swami says it and does il immedistely. He doesn’t believe
in saying al one time and doing it later. Whan the gun
is shot, the sound and the shooting must take place
simullanesusly. Immediatedy they phoned Escorls company
al Sr Sailam and sevenly lraclors were broughl, They
experimented with all these tractors and when they were
satisfied they placed an arder.

Swami then expressed hiz second wish to Srinivasan,
“Hete in Pullaparthi you don'l have a proper crop. The
youlh bure are aimless and roam aboul. The Super Specialily
Hospilal is far off. Even the posi office is ai a distances.
People have 10 take paing 1o reach there. Lot us give them
sevenly sulorickshaws. If these youlhs are given aulos they
wan eke oul thedr living and it will be a badp o the devoless
alzn. As such an order for the purchase of seventy autori-
chshaws has also been placed.

Swanu also finds that people belonging to good Lamilies
are nol used Lo hard work. particularty, manual labour. There
are many women who cannol take up auch joba and vel
need help. Swami wanis thatl these women are provided
wilh sewing machines and are laught slbilching. As such
sevenly sewing machines have already been purchased.
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Finally Swami wanls thal sevenly mass marriages may
be arranged for young men and women belonging fo pocr
sections of the sociely. They may belong to any casie, any
secl, any religion. They should be given the joy which they
connot even dream of. As such the mamiages should be
performed in a grand siyle. Each bride should mot only be
given a mangalasuira and wedding clothes but aiso a gold
chain. To help them to lead the life of & householder, each
couple should be provided with a house lo live in.

All these metivities of Swami ere aimed at helping the
poor sections of the sociely and making them happy. You
tell us now of any one person or government saying like
thai and deing like thalt. When such zacred lasks are
undertaken some people feel envigus. I is anly the conseque
nees of their zin. They don't de, they don't allow others
to de. This is nol the gualily of a human being. We should
have a broad cutlock im life. It is only possible when you
come and see whal really bappens here. Withoul coming
and seeing and filling the heart with jealousy and wriling
and lalking all thal is false is just a wicked thing, Nowhere
in the world such things are undertaken zelflessly and as
& peri of sacred mission. These days even if you seek
admission for your ward in the first standard, you are required
lo pay Hs.20,000/- as donalion. Bul here from Kinder Garten
to the post pradeste classes, education is free. For heart
diseases outside unless you pay four 1o five lakhs, the patient
will not be admitied. In Swanu's hospilal a crore of rupees
15 spent every monlh. Elsewhere, who are the people
underiaking such activities 7 Not the benevolent peaple, not
the social reformers, bot businessmen. They construcl a
hospital et the cost of ten lakhs and earn ien crores. Bul
we do nol wanl even len naya paiss. There s no scope
for such business here. It is nol good to change the sacred
divine path. Sai's heari (s broad like sky. Even the sky
mav have a limit but the heart of Sai is limilless. :
